So You Think You Know What Time It Is: 
A History of  Precision Time and Frequency

 Dennis was first licensed as WN6NIA in 1969, quickly upgraded and became 
WA6NIA. In addition to the typical HF, VHF and UHF amateur activities, he operates EME 
(moonbounce) on 144 MHz. 
 One of the quirkier things that Dennis has become is a “Time Nut.” These are indi-
viduals who pursue accurate time and frequency – as a hobby.
 His true passion is collecting "boatanchors" - older, vacuum tube amateur, commer-
cial, and military radios from such companies as Collins Radio, E.F. Johnson, Drake and 
Hammarlund.
 Dennis is a Life Member of the ARRL, an Assistant Emergency Coordinator with 
Orange County Hospital Disaster Support Communications System (HDSCS), and is the 
current President of The Associated Radio Amateurs of Long Beach, W6RO. Recently, he 
traded in his call of  37 years for W6DQ, the callsign of  one of  his early Elmers.
 He is a Principal System Engineer with Raytheon, developing UHF tactical communi-
cations systems.
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 For months I have been saying that I didn’t want to be the Club President, and I suddenly real-
ized that it was because I figured I wouldn’t be able to pontificate at all properly. But maybe I can get by 
for one month, and with a little luck that will be enough.

 As you know, this past March 7th-10th we had our 2nd successful IOTA Expedition 
at Two Harbors Catalina Island. We had a great time and made over 250 contacts; 
mostly throughout the continental US and some DX contacts. 

 Everyone helped out as a team to set up the equipment; we all had a chance to 
work the radios.  We did have some time to explore the island a bit; we were able to sit 
down, relax and have some great conversation with each other and to get to know each 
other a little better.

 I want to thank our IOTA team; Ray, Dave, Ginger, Joe, Marian, Homer, his 
daughter Andrea, and myself who went to the island and participated with this event.

 I want to thank Ginger Clark for graciously planning, purchasing, and preparing 
all of meals for our event.

 I want to thank Mel & Doris Hughes for the use of their equipment and for spot-
ting us on the DX reports and the internet. 

 I want to thank Bill Harper for his antennas and other technical help.

 I want to thank Rick Murray for the usage of his equipment and for being our Pilot 
station and keeping us and the PVARC in touch with each other.

 I want to thank Denzel for the Vice PresidentÕs support.

 And last but not least, I want to thank You, the members of the PVARC, for your 
support.
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Palos Verdes Marathon!
 It is said to be the second oldest Marathon operating continu-
ously in the US next only to the Boston Marathon.

 This year, the Marathon will be run on Saturday, 17 May, be-
ginning 7 AM

 The route is from Point Fermin (San Pedro) to Western Ave-
nue, then to 25th St. and west on Palos Verdes Drive South  and Pa-
los Verdes Drive West, then returning by the same route.

 The weather is almost guaranteed to be warm and beautiful (though not guaranteed by 
me!). We will have operators at the beginning/end at Pt. Fermin, and at nine aid stations along 
the route. 

 Most of those locations require only a hand-held 440 MHz radio.  One (Aid Station 2)  is 
notorious, but that one now appears manned with a backup. Another is a problem, and if all 
goes well for the Marathon it can be handled by the backup for Aid 2.  We hope to put an op-
erator at the turnaround point in Palos Verdes Estates, another location that requires a good 
antenna. We usually have two mobile ÒRoversÓ patrolling the course, one east of the slide and 
one west of it. There is room for at least one more. We also have operators riding with two 
vans for transport of supplies and injured/worn out runners.  We will also have contact with (but 
donÕt operate) two or three ambulances. The race begins at 7 AM, and the real runners are 
back mid-morning. Others take longer, and we seem to have a few walkers who finish mid-
afternoon. (Bring lunch!)

 There is also room for backup for the Net Control operator. Someone else should have 
the information at hand just in case. That, to be sure, will put you in the line of succession as 
Net Control  Ñ  no way am I going to handle that as long as W alt Ordway did!

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Be There or Be Square
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   I am writing this on one of the most impor-
tant secular holidays of the year: Oscar 
Sunday, a day when celebrities shine and I 
typically begin to hear the sweet song of the 
bluebird of Field Day, calling me ever so se-
ductively with promises of adventure, ex-
citement, and a very cold night in a tent try-
ing to eke out a few more contacts on 40 
CW for the PVARC.
   The PVARC Field Day event in its present 
form began life in 1990, as a small group of 
Club members on the Board resolved to cre-
ate a Club activity that would foster the de-
velopment of  emergency and contest oper-
ating skills in its membership. The first years 
were full of enthusiasm, if only attracting a 
skeleton crew of dedicated hams to get it up 
and keep it running. The event grew steadily 
through the 90s, however, and has become 
one of the two major operating activities run 
by the Club each year, the other, of course, 
being our participation in International Light-
house and Lightship Weekend every August.
   For all but three or four of the past 18 Field 
Days, I have been both privileged to be, and 
burdened with the task of being, the chief 
organizer of the event. Over the course of 
my tenure as chairman and in those few 
years when I was unable to serve but par-
ticipated (except for 1992, when I was laid 
up after back surgery!), I have seen the 
event develop into a fairly well organized, 
almost mechanical annual occurrence. Last 
August, I wrote in QRO that I felt the event 
needed re-thinking and new blood, and that I 
would not serve again as the eventÕs organ-
izer. I put out a call for someone else to take 
on the job. Although a couple of Club mem-
bers have offered to help, no one has come 
forward to chair the event. Of course, this 
has not inhibited certain members from con-

tinuing to tell me 
how I could do a 
better job than they 
apparently feel I 
have to date.
   Field Day is a critically important event for 
the PVARC because it demonstrates to our 
community in a highly visible way that we 
are here and ready to serve in case of 
emergency. We publicize the event in local 
newspapers, are visited by local officials as 
well as ARRL officers, and we know that 
keeping the event vital and visible keeps us 
on the map. Over the years, weÕve watched 
as our standing in our 2A operating class 
has continually improved, with us rising from 
near the bottom of the rankings in each De-
cemberÕs listing in QST to the lower portion 
of the middle third. Not bad for an event we 
have purposely designed to foster skills for 
newcomers and de-emphasize competitive 
behavior. Nevertheless, we have seen sup-
port from the wider Club membership, never 
very extensive to begin with, fall off to dis-
tressingly low levels. Last yearÕs participation 
was, in a word, abysmal.
   Because of the importance of the event to 
our Club, I cannot simply walk away from it if 
no one comes forward to chair it. On the 
other hand, I still feel strongly that the event 
should be run by those with fresh ideas, in-
cluding by those whoÕve never hesitated to 
make suggestions to me over the years but 
whoÕve never stepped up to take any active 
role in implementing them. So, in trying to 
figure out how best to respond to the di-
lemma we are facing this year, I have devel-
oped a plan for the event which I hereby set 
forth for all to consider. To make it easy to 
understand, I will set it out simply in the fol-
lowing bulleted points:
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¥ Barring substantial collapse of sup-
port, there will be a PVARC Field Day 
event as usual in 2008.

¥ I will arrange for the high school per-
mit and work with the Club Treasurer 
to obtain the insurance verification for 
the PVPUSD.

¥ If there is to be an SSB station, it will 
be the responsibility of someone in 
the Club to organize it and supervise 
its operation.

¥ For many years, I have 
covered the Ògraveyard 
shiftÓ for CW, but I do not 
plan to do it this year. If 
there is to be a CW station 
(an issue for Club consid-
eration), it will be taken 
down in the late evening 
unless someone comes 
forward to cover the night-
into-early-morning shift.

¥ Since Mel, K6SY will not be available 
to organize the VHF/UHF and GOTA 
stations this year, there will be no 
such operations unless someone else 
comes forward to organize them.

¥ I will, as in the past,  provide the log-
ging software, process the data and 
do the submission to the ARRL for the 
Club. At the conclusion of the event, it 
will be the responsibility of the com-
puter owners to provide me with cop-
ies of their logs that can be merged to 
create the composite log. (The log file 
in the logging program can easily be 
copied or exported for this purpose.)

¥ I will NOT, under any circumstances, 
transcribe by hand any logging infor-
mation from scratch sheets. If con-
tacts arenÕt in the computer log files 

when I get them, they wonÕt be 
counted.

¥ In May or early June, I will assess 
whether there is enough support to 
warrant staging the event. If there is 
not, then I, personally, will withdraw 
from any further efforts on behalf of 
the activity. (If the event is not held, I 
will either participate with another 
group or will plan to operate from my 
backyard under my own callsign as a 
QRP CW station, the precise class to 
be determined at a later date. In the 
event of the latter, visitors would be 
welcome but operating opportunities 
would, obviously, be limited.)

   My goal in all this is not to be 
curmudgeonly, but to encourage 
(flush out of the woodwork) wider 
participation with the infusion of 
new ideas into the event.  LetÕs 
ask some fundamental questions: 
Does the Club membership care 
about any of this? If so, is there 
any interest in doing things differ-
ently? Changing the venue? Go-

ing to all natural power? Replacing CW, 
which only appears to interest a very few of 
us, with digital operation (PSK-31, RTTY)? 
Organizing a Saturday afternoon onsite pic-
nic? What do YOU want to do, and what are 
you willing to do to accomplish it? Will any-
one come forward to help make Field Day a 
fresh event for the PVARC? Will YOU?

   NOTE: There are a number of Club mem-
bers who have given much to the ClubÕs 
Field Day activities over the years, and for 
their support, I am eternally grateful. I have 
sensed, however, that they, too, have be-
come somewhat tired and that they are par-
ticipating in rote manner, much as I. ItÕs time 
for them to get a break, too!

FLORIDA  HAMS HELP OUT WHEN NWS GOES DARK
 On Tuesday, February 12, a tornado touched down in Cocoa Beach, Florida. Unfortunately, National 
Weather Service (NWS) alerts failed due to problems with phone circuits. Dennis Decker, Warning Co-
ordinator Meteorologist with the NWS in Melbourne, said two of their four transmission lines went 
down that afternoon around 3:30, but were back up five hours later. Messages are carried to towers via 
telephone, he said. 

"That's a big issue when the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) weather 
alerting radio is not working," said Brevard County Emergency Management Director Bob Lay. The 
county went into backup mode, using the volunteer emergency alert system. The NWS activated Ama-
teur Radio operators to help get the word out about the tornado warning. "We have ham operators to tell 
us when they see something," Decker said.

CALIFORNIA  HAM TO FACE ADMINISTRA TIVE LA W JUDGE 
On February 12, the FCC issued a Hearing Designation Order (HDO) 
<http://fjallfoss.fcc.gov/edocs_public/attachmatch/DA-08-361A1.pdf> to William F. Crowell, W6WBJ 
(ex-N6AYJ), of Diamond Springs, California to determine if his application for renewal of his Amateur 
Radio license should be granted. The HDO stated: "The record before [the FCC] indicates that Crowell 
has apparently willfully and repeatedly engaged in and continues to engage in unlawful Commission-
related activities, including, but not limited to, intentionally causing interference and/or interruption, 
transmitting music and one-way communications, and using indecent language on amateur frequencies. 
Based on the information before us, we believe that Crowell's apparent past and continuing course of 
misconduct raises a substantial and material question of fact as to whether he possesses the requisite 
character qualifications to be and remain a Commission licensee. Accordingly, we hereby designate his 
application for hearing." Crowell initially filed his renewal application February 28, 2007. Ref.: The

This new policy, effective Feb-
ruary 15, 2008, allows amateurs who hold a non-Australian Amateur Radio 
license to operate up to 90 days under a Class License

who will be in Australia for more than 90 days will need to apply for an
